Mr. Pardyjak’s ruling indicated that the discussion had strayed from the subject of the particular referral which was in regards to the Sheriff’s Command Unit and no other bargaining unit.  He indicated that the discussion and debate should be restricted to the contract for the Command Unit only.  President Zyra stated that he would rule on the order in support and agreement with Mr. Pardyjak’s ruling.

Legislator Bronson then appealed the Ruling of the Chair and an objection was made.  A vote was taken in support of the Ruling of the Chair and was sustained by the following:
