0 Consists of five sections. Conducted an inventory of GHG emissions using ICLEI method.
GHG looks at multiple contaminants, not just CO,, such as sulfur hydroxide and methane
Based on 2019 data, Monroe County produces 45,632 tons of CO; equivalent annually
Goal is an 80% reduction by 2050 (=7,993 tons)
County Legislature funded $1 million to Phase | CAP projects
0 Ranked actions based on impact, timeframe, and investment
Phase Il - Community-wide; Hoping for adoption Quarter 2 of 2024. Looks at sources throughout
community.
0 Open invitation to partner with housing, private, industry operations, and transportation
infrastructure. Crucial to have stakeholder input

0 GHG inventory resulted in 9,136,020 tons annually (numbers still in draft form and not
finalized)
= Transportation is the largest piece of the pie at ¥37%
=  GHG per capita is 12.10 tons annually
